e Take the TOEFL (Test of English as a Foreign Language) scoring a minimum of 26 in listening and speaking

E Minimum 2.50 grade point average (determined in one of the followings ways)

e 2.5 0n all coursework (includes all courses from all institutions)

e 2.75in last 60 semester hours of completed coursework

E Competency in Reading, Writing, and Mathematics (determined in one or a combination of following:)

e Masters Degree or Higher
-OR-

e Graduate Record Exam (GRE) with a minimum score of 500 in both verbal and quantitative

e ACT —Minimum score of 22 in both reading and math
-OR-

e SAT — Composite score of 1100 with a minimum score of 550 in both verbal and quantitative

e Passing score on the TASP/THEA exam (Reading — 240, Writing — 220, Math — 240)
